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[A few relevant works on painting and drawing and on ancillary subjects such as heraldry, iconography, and the history of collecting have been listed here. Only some of the numerous archaeological publications dealing with medieval maiolica and with slipware in the context of excavations have been included. Works dealing with medieval pottery and with post-17th-century maiolica up to the present day have been included only sporadically, especially when they are relevant to the collections in the British Museum or the Ashmolean Museum.  Completeness has not been the intention and some things I have found useless, derivative, or vacuous, or which do not address my own research concerns, have been deliberately omitted (and others no doubt by mistake). This also incorporates the bibliographies to Dora Thornton’s and my Italian Renaissance Ceramics. A catalogue of the British Museum collection (2009), and of my books Italian Maiolica and Europe for the Ashmolean Museum (2017) and The Golden Age of Italian Maiolica-Painting (2018), and items cited therein, including some not specifically on maiolica, are, for the most part, included. Many of the articles listed here are now available on the internet; this has only been specifically noted here in a few cases.


Some sale catalogues not included here are listed in A.V.B. Norman’s Wallace Collection catalogue (1976) and John Scott-Taggart’s Bibliography (1964); the latter is especially useful for English sales.
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
